About the faculty: Ki Sung chung  was born on March 20th 1950 in South Korea. He educated from the Soongsil University where he did his BA in Business Administration (1969-1973) and later did his MBA in Seoul National University (1976-1980). He then did his Ph.D. in Kyunghee University (1986-1990).
